Joint Operational Review


The review, which was funded by the North West Local Health Integration Network (LHIN), examines the hospitals’ operations, looking for ways to improve the quality of care for residents and patients in Terrace Bay, Marathon and Manitouwadge.  


Prepared by Prism Partners Inc., the report was submitted to the hospitals and examines and makes recommendations in the areas of governance, service utilization and financial management.


Some of the findings include: 


There are no significant clinical recommendations 


There is a recognition of the high quality of service provided at each of the sites under review 


A number of small financial improvements and efficiencies are recommended 


Opportunities for better coordination between hospitals have been identified 


The three hospitals will be presenting their report, with joint recommendations, to the North West LHIN later this month.

Excellent Care for All Act





The Excellent Care for All Act (ECFAA), which came into law in June of 2010, puts Ontario patients first by strengthening the health care sector's organizational focus and accountability to deliver high quality patient care.


The legislation sets out a number of requirements for health care providers;


establish quality committees that report on quality-related issues 


put annual quality improvement plans in place and make these available to the public 


link executive compensation to the achievement of targets set out in the quality improvement plan 


put patient / care provider satisfaction surveys in place 


conduct staff surveys 


develop a declaration of values following public consultation 


establish a patient relations process to address and improve the patient experience.
